The following content was taught

2. Days of weeks-vegetables, flowers, part of body, Hindi numbers 1-100, fruits-
animals, birds, translations

3. Self-introduction. Hindi daily usage or Hindi in daily conversations.

These students receive training from the department's faculty members.
They are taught the fundamental sounds and maathraye in Hindi, as well as word




creation and numerous converstions for daily use and according to the learners' needs.
Business conversations in Hindi, as well as letter writing and compositional skills, are
taught to help students enhance their writing abilities. The goal of this course is to
teach pupils how to speak Hindi fluently.

SUCCESS OF EVIDENCE:

This greatest practice provides training to 40 students from diverse courses each year.
Twenty-five of them pursued higher education in other states such as Uttar Pradesh,
Delhi, and others. Around ten of them have gone on to pursue marking employment in
other states as a result of this training. Ten students pursued journalism as a career
path and began working as freelance journalists and news reporters.

PROBLEM ENCOUNTED:

Due to the timing, students were first hesitant to attend the classes. However, as time
passed, their interest and excitement drew them back to class on a regular basis.
