He also shared real-life case 

studies to help students understand the practical aspects of IPR protection, 

infringement issues, and commercialization of IP assets. 

The event concluded with a vote of thanks by the Head of the Department, 

appreciating Dr.S.Hrishikesava Raju for his valuable insights and engaging 

presentation. A total of 110 students participated from I MCA and MSc (Data 



Science).
